1. Name of the Scholarship  

President's Scholarship 2020/21 (傑出學生獎學金 2020/21).   

 

2. Provision of the Scholarship  

There shall be one scholarship of HK$50,000.   

 

3. Eligibility & Criteria  

• Full-time undergraduate final year students in the academic year 2020/21; 

• With cumulative GPA of 3.3 or above upon graduation;  

• Proven commitment in areas such as: 

o University/ Community Service 

o Leadership  

o Sports 

o Arts and Culture  

• Demonstration of personal development, include, but are not limited to, participation in 

exchange programme, internship programme, Student Ambassador Programme; 

• Involvement in international/ regional competition; and  

• Performance in the selection interview (tentative schedule of interview: mid/ late Oct 2021).  

 

4. Application Procedure  

• Eligible students may submit application through the SFR-APP by the designated deadline 

set by the Student Affairs Office (SAO).  

• Students should observe the Guiding Principles for Scholarship/ Award and Financial 

Assistance Schemes as stipulated by the Scholarship and Financial Assistance Committee 

before submission of application.   

 

5. Conditions of Scholarship  

• Eligible student who fails to submit application through the SFR-APP and/or provide/ 

update bank account information through the eCampus, for disbursement purpose, by the 

designated deadline set by the SAO, his/her application would not be considered and/or 

scholarship would be forfeited. 

• Recipient is required to attend functions related to the scholarship organized by the Donor
